University in Aldgate. After a fabulous first session where 
the teachers enthusiastically shared their favourite 
resources with each other, we then welcomed our guest 
speaker David Spiegelhalter, the Winton Professor for 
the Public Understanding of Risk at Cambridge 
University. He made us think about various probability 
scenarios, made us laugh with certain newspapersô 
attempts to report health risks and also entertained us 
with his appearance on Total Wipeout. The teachers then 
chose workshops on either Mechanics, Statistics or 
Core, before one final session about post-2017 A level.
